One day, in a zoo, a female ape held something in her hand, clutching it tightly. A zookeeper was anxious to get it from the ape, for he was suspicious that the thing was dangerous or valuable. First he offered the ape some peanuts, only to be met with a blank stare. Realizing that they were negotiating, the zookeeper upped the ante and offered a piece of pineapple. At this point, while maintaining eye contact, the ape opened her hand and revealed a key chain, to the zookeeper’s great relief. As he gave the pineapple to the ape, she suddenly changed her mind. Instead of giving him the whole chain, she broke it and gave him a link, perhaps figuring why give him the whole thing if she can get a bit of pineapple for each piece. What an astute bargainer she was!

The first time an ape named Coco broke out, the zookeepers chalked it up to human error. It was a balmy day, and the apes at the zoo had been playing in their big outdoor enclosure. Afterward, shocked zookeepers looked up and saw Coco and his family hanging out in trees near the elephant barn. Later investigation revealed the door connecting the furnace room to the outdoor enclosure was open. The director chewed out his staff, and the incident was forgotten. But the next time the weather was nice, Coco escaped again. The director fumed. He was getting ready to fire someone. But soon afterwards, he caught Coco in the act. First the young ape climbed down some air-vent louvers into a dry moat. Then, taking hold of the bottom of the furnace-room door, he pulled it back just enough to slide a wire into the gap, slip a latch and pop the door open. The following day, the direction noticed something shiny sticking out of Coco’s mouth: that was the wire lock-pick, stowed there between escapes.

An anthropologist tried to teach an ape human sign language and also some virtuous habits such as saving and sharing. Indeed, the ape set up an example of sharing that a robber baron might envy. When he was given some grapes and asked to share them with the anthropologist, he promptly ate all the fruit. Then seemingly remembered he had been asked to share, he handed the anthropologist the stem.

A whale, called Charles once helped save his family. He was kept in a big tank with his mate in a zoological consulting firm. When his mate gave birth to a baby, who did not thrive at first, keepers took him out of the tank by a stretcher for emergency care. After that they returned the big baby back to the tank. As the boom operator halted the stretcher a few feet above the water, the baby suddenly began to throw up through his mouth and blowholes. The keepers feared it would aspirate vomit, which could bring pneumonia, but they could not reach the baby to help it. Apparently sizing up the problem, Charles swam under the stretcher and allowed  one of the men to stand on his head, something he had never been trained to do. Then, using his tail flukes to keep steady. Charles let the keeper reach up and release the bridle so the 420-pound baby could slide into the water within reach of help.

Do animals really have thoughts, what we call consciousness? If animals can think, they will probably do their best thinking when it serves their purposes. There are more and more evidences to show how little we know about animal intelligence. Besides, what is intelligence anyway? If life is about perpetuation of a species--- and intelligence is meant to serve that perpetuation---- then we can’t hold a candle to pea-brained sea turtles, which predated us and survived the calamity that wiped out dinosaurs. Passage 2

   No matter who we are or where we live, no matter what our language or our culture is, we have many things in common with all other human beings. We can all feel the breeze on our skin, hear a child cry, enjoy the smell of the flowers, see the stars in the night sky, feel the pain of a knife cut on a finger, experience heat and cold, thirst and hunger and tense and relax our muscles. To use our computer image, we all have the same hardware, the same equipment. We all have eyes, ears, muscles and nerve endings that enable us to sense the world.
  We can also all think and as a result of thinking, we all know that the physical world exists apart from our ability to sense it. We know that the moon exists even though we have never been there or talked to anyone who has been there. It may look like a shining flat round disk when we look at it, but other tell us that it is more like a round ball with rocks and soil. We believe them even though that is not what we see when we look at the moon. We know many things that we have not directly experienced and we accept the idea that others know these things too. There is a physical reality that is “out there” quite separate from our experience of it.
 Our senses and the world beyond our bodies are physical realities that have nothing to do with culture, yet we interpret the information we receive from our senses and this process of interpretation is molded by culture. We interpret a flash of red colour as the rising sun or a sharp cry as a hungry baby. It is in our culture that we learn how to interpret our sensations. We learn what to pay attention to and what to ignore.
A European coming to China for the first time may think that everyone looks alike because he sees people with black hair and dark eyes everywhere. After a time, if the newcomer is paying attention, he or she will start to see differences in the blackness of hair. It is the same with the taste of food, the sound of voices and the sounds of music. For someone unfamiliar with Asia, at first all rice will just taste like rice. They may not notice differences in types and quality until someone points out their characteristics. In learning Chinese it is especially difficult for speakers of Western languages to hear the tones of Chinese words because words in their languages do not have tones. It is the same for a person from a tropical country who travels to the far north for the first time. He can only see “snow” until a native points out the differences among the various types of snow. In time he will learn to see, to feel and even smell different types of snow. As he walks, he can feel which type of snow is under his feet.
  I hope these examples convince you that how he experience the world through our senses is molded by our home culture. One of the least recognized difficulties that people have when they move from a familiar culture is the difficulty in perceiving things as the local people do.

Passage 3

The ancient Chinese poet Tao Yuanming of the Eastern Jin Dynasty (317-420) once described in his work a legendary fairyland “Peach Blossom Valley”, which is said to be a place completely isolated from the rest of the world. People there lived a simple, pastoral life.

Does such a fairyland really exist in the real world? For centuries, Chinese people merely regarded this valley as an imaginary place. It never occurred to anyone that it might be found in the map. Our trip to Bamei Village located in a typical karst area led us to an unexpected answer to the question. After driving for 40 kilometers north from a small county, we finally stopped in front of a cave where there was a stream called Bamei River flowing. Under the guidance of local villagers, we continued our journey into the cave by boat.

Just like entering a movie theatre, we were soon immersed in utter darkness as the boat drifted into the cave. A narrow shaft of sunlight streamed through a small opening in the cave roof, giving the water an unearthly quality. Astounded by the mystic cave, we all fell silent and could hear only the sound of dripping, rippling water. 

Suddenly the boat made a sharp turn, bringing us to the exit of the cave, To our surprise, our destination ---Bamei Village, was right there before our eyes. It seems we were stepping into a fictitious land of peace, away from the turmoil of the world. In the Bamei River were reflections of mountains covered with trees. The village is sheltered by great amphitheatres of mountains. It is a village without roads. The river has been the only access in and out of the village. Due to inconvenient location and hard transit, the villagers escaped attacks by the outsiders and the influences of the modern world, staying as unadorned and as pure as they always were. 

Without cars, electricity, telephone and television, the villagers still lived a primitive, self-sufficient living---fishing, hunting and farming. Also they have preserved the traditional culture and customs. They sing songs at their most important events, which is their way of interacting with others and express their feelings.

When night falls, villagers light their oil lamps. Bonfires are built to welcome tourists and party thrown. As the local children run about in the glow of the flames, one cannot wonder if this fairyland, once hidden but now on the map, may soon lose its innocence and become another cultureless, contrived attraction.

Passage 4

From hitting the mall with your girl friend on a Saturday afternoon, to holiday spending on gifts that go under the tree, shopping could be called one of America’s favorite pastimes. For most people, it means some new clothes for work or a small trinket for a friend. For others, however, shopping is much more than an enjoyable pastime, and in some cases, it is a real and destructive addiction that can turn into a financial disaster. Compulsive shopping and spending are defined as inappropriate, excessive, and out of control. Like other addictions, it basically has something to do with impulsiveness and lack of control over one’s impulses. In America, shopping is embedded in our culture; so often, the impulsiveness comes out as excessive shipping. Sometimes this is referred to as “ shopholism”. Shopping addiction can wreak havoc on a person’s lie, family, and finances. “ No one knows what causes addictive behaviors, like shopping, alcoholism, drug abuse, and gambling”, says a professor of applied health science. “ Some of the new evidence suggests that some people, maybe 10%-15%, may have a genetic predisposition to an addictive behavior, coupled with an environment in which the particular behavior is triggered, but no one really knows why.” Individuals will get some kind of high from an addictive behavior like shopping. Some naturally occurring opiate receptor sites in the brain get switched on, and the person feels good, and if it feels good they are more likely to do it----- it’s reinforced.

What are the telltale signs that shopping has crossed the line and become an addiction? What should a concerned family member or friend look out for when they think shopping has become a problem? The behaviors can signal a serious problem:

Shopping or spending money as a result of feeling angry, depressed, anxious, or lonely

Having arguments with others about one’s shopping habits

Feeling lost without credit cards-----actually going into withdrawal without them 

Buying items on credit, rather than with cash

Describing a rush or a feeling of euphoria with spending

Feeling guilty, ashamed, or embarrassed after a spending spree

Thinking obsessively about money

Spending a lot of time juggling accounts or bills to accommodate spending

“If someone identifies four or more of any of these behaviors, there may be a problem”, experts say. Treating a shopping addiction requires a multifaceted approach. There are no standard treatments for shopping addiction. Medications have been used, but with mixed results. Therapists also focus on cognitive-behavioral treatment programs. There is no quick and easy answer that will immediately cure a shopping addiction, and while treatment is a necessary part of solving the problem, so is behavior change on the part of the addict.

Some basic changes in behavior that will have a big impact on breaking a shopping addiction are recommended:

Admit that you are a compulsive spender, which is half the battle.

Get rid of checkbooks and credit cards, which fuel the problem

Don’t shop by yourself because most compulsive shoppers shop alone and if you are with someone you are much less likely to spend more.

Find other meaningful ways to spend time.

And keep in mind that while behavior change is clearly crucial to recovery, so is reaching out for professional help.

Passage 5

This is a story of patience, craftsmanship, the intolerance of Parisian neighbors, and a guitar worthy of 12,000 pounds that has to be played in a bathroom. In the late 1970s, long before I knew him, my friend Oliver was a student at the National Conservatory in Paris. As a disciple of the Spanish classical guitarist Alberto Ponce, Oliver had a dream, as a young man, to own a Spanish guitar of the highest quality.

In a fit of whimsy, he wrote to one of the greatest of all guitar manufacturers, Ignacio Fleta in Barcelona. He received a polite letter in reply, saying that the company (now run by Ignacio” son Gabriel) would happily take the order. If he sent a letter of confirmation, his guitar would be ready in 20 years’ time.

Fleta guitars have long been prized by virtuosi from Segovia to John Williams. They roll off the handmade production line in Barcelona at a rate of around 12 a year. Whether you are a famous musician or just a French music student, you have to join the queue. When the weather is hot, not uncommon in Barcelona, production ceases because high temperatures affect the wood and quality of the workmanship.

For a young man, 20 years seemed a lifetime away. Nonetheless, Oliver, from a mixture of amusement and stubbornness, placed his order. No deposit was required. What did he have to lose?

Life went on. Oliver got married and had three sons. Oliver, 49, is now senior official in the computer department of the French television channel, TFI. Pressure of work and family forced Oliver to give up playing the guitar. He came back to it only in recent years.

A couple of years ago, Oliver was summoned to Barcelona to collect his guitar. The handover took four days. When Oliver was finally accepted as a proper person to own a Fleta—and when he had produced 6,000 pounds, the instrument was presented to him, arranged on a fine silk scarf.

To my inexpert ear, Oliver plays it with great beauty. He points out, however, that guitar, and especially a great guitar, matures like a wine, partly with age, partly with playing. The player has to get to know his guitar and the guitar has to get to know its owner.

Oliver’s attempt to introduce himself to his distinguished instrument were dogged from the start by the woman who lives on the floor above. Whenever Oliver played, she would thump with a stick on the Pilons’ ceiling. When he stopped , she would continue thumping, vengefully, for as many minutes as he had played. Such rows are a miserable fact of apartment-living in Paris and , nowadays, often finish in court.

Oliver has had several tempting offers for his underused Fleta. He could easily get twice what he paid for it. Not everyone, it seems, is prepared to wait 20 years for a new one. Ah, the impatience of this modern, throwaway world. He has refused all offers.

Recently, I am pleased to report there has been a breakthrough of a kind. Oliver discovered that, if he plays his world-class guitar in the bathroom, Madam Upstairs does not hear or does not care. She still thump on the ceiling, but only when Arthur, 12, practices.

   There are five secrets of living life to the fullest:

(1) Have a self you respect. This means having a deep sense of responsibility for your thought and actions. It means keeping your word, and being faithful to self, family and work. It means believing in what you do and working hard. It means setting your own internal standards, and not comparing yourself with others. It’s not a question of being better than someone else. Respect and integrity demand that you be better than you thought you could be. 

One secret to a self you can respect is to choose a course of action based on what is right, not expedient, and not waver from it when criticized.

(2) Commit yourself to others. Believe in others, and take time to nurture their dreams. A wise man said, “If you want one year’s prosperity, grow grain. But if you want ten years’ prosperity, grow men and women.”

You can build into the lives of your family, friends and colleagues by providing nutrients of gratitude and encouragement, and by investing your time and energy in their aspirations. If a tree is given minimal nourishment, it will live, but it will not grow. But if nourishment is given over and beyond what is needed for life, the tree will live and grow upward, producing fruit.

(3) Turn disappointment into strengths. Individuals who live with abandon have discovered that personal trails make them more sensitive and loving, while building endurance and character. They have learned that achievements worth remembering are stained with the blood of diligence and etched with the scars of disappointment.

The pages of history are filled with the heroic stories of undaunted men and women who triumphed over disabilities and adversities to demonstrate victorious spirits. Raise him in abject poverty and you have an Abraham Lincoln. Make her blind and deaf and you have a Helen Keller.

(4) Enjoy life’s process, not just life’s rewards. We live in a goal-oriented society that wants problems resolved now. We want three-minute oatmeal, one-hour dry cleaning, and instant success. But to live with abandon, we must live one day at a time, savoring the little victories, realizing that life is an endless journey in self-discovery and personal fulfillment. It means taking time to hug your kids, kiss your spouse and let the other fellow ahead of you on the freeway.

“I was one of those people who never go anywhere without a thermometer, hot water bottle, raincoat and parachutes,” wrote one author, “If I had my life to live over, I would go barefoot earlier in the spring. I would ride more merry-go-rounds. I would take more chances, and I would eat more ice cream.”
